Jeff Koons was born in York, Pennsylvania and studied at the Maryland Institute College of Art in Baltimore and the School of the Art Institute of 
Chicago. He received a BFA from the Maryland Institute College of Art in 1976. Koons lives and works in New York City. 

Since his first solo exhibition in 1980, Koons’s work has been shown in major galleries and institutions throughout the world. 

Koons is widely known for his iconic sculptures Rabbit and Balloon Dog as well as the monumental floral sculpture Puppy (1992), shown at 
Rockefeller Center and permanently installed at the Guggenheim Bilbao. Another floral sculpture, Split-Rocker (2000), previously installed at the 
Papal Palace in Avignon, Château de Versailles, and Fondation Beyeler in Basel, was most recently on view at Rockefeller Center in 2014.

Koons has been a board member of The International Centre for Missing & Exploited Children (ICMEC) since 2002, and co-founded the Koons 
Family International Law and Policy Institute with ICMEC; for the purpose of combating global issues of child abduction and exploitation and 
to protect the world’s children. This past May, Jeff unveiled the “Seated Ballerina” in Rockefeller Center.   This piece helped bring attention to 
ICMEC’s work and raise awareness about the issues facing missing children all over the world.
